Major Sponsorships Available  

These provide premium recognition and reward including a logo on the festival entrance 

banner, listing in the official festival brochure, and a logo with link on the home page of 

the official Bill Monroe’s Bean Blossom website.

The crown jewel of Bill Monroe Bean Blossom Bluegrass Festival sponsorships makes your 
firm synonymous with Bill Monroe and Bean Blossom. The presenting sponsorship for the 
Bill Monroe Bean Blossom Bluegrass Festival delivers far more than its $25,000 annual fee 
and thus requires a three-year minimum commitment made no later than December 1st. 
With the Bill Monroe Bean Blossom Bluegrass Festival presenting sponsorship the name of 
the festival becomes “Bill Monroe Bean Blossom Bluegrass Festival, presented by your 
company.” Your company’s logo will appear on the official festival brochure, distributed to 
some 20,000 households. Your business’ logo will appear as part of a “presented by” 
credit in all festival ads placed after an agreement is reached. Your firm receives “presented 
by” signage at all performance venues, including on the sound tower scaffolding. Your 
company’s logo will appear on the festival entrance display, the Bean Blossom Bluegrass 
Gift shop display facing the Main Stage audience, and on a special welcoming banner at the 
entrance of the music park.

A limited number of $500-$1,000 sponsorships 
are available to those companies which have desire to learn not only how to play the music 
but also such things as the history of the music, vocals and harmonies, how to take care of 
your instruments, how to work a microphone and stage presence, jamming etiquette, and 
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much more, this special camp targets youth 6-18 years of age who are interested in 
learning a great American tradition- laying bluegrass music. Carrying-on the tradition is a 
must if we are to keep bluegrass alive.

♦ Stage sponsors may obtain a small product display (no sales) table & tent near the 

stage sponsored for an additional $1,500.  

♦ In certain cases product category exclusivity can be negotiated for an additional 

annual fee of at least $1,500.  

♦ Sponsors may obtain a limited number of additional full sponsor credentials at special 

rate. Sponsors may also obtain a limited number of additional 8-Day & 4-Day festival 

passes (no special access) at a special rate.  

♦ Sponsor hospitality tents can be arranged for an additional, negotiable sponsor fee.
