      ROUND II:  All the nominations are resubmitted to the com-
mittee members for a second vote. This time, each committee mem-
ber must select one name from the list provided from Round I.
      ROUND III:  The three Hall of Fame nominees with the most
votes from Round II are presented for a final vote.
     The identity of the twenty-five committee members are kept
confidential, unknown to each other. The committee chairman will
not vote, except in the event of a tie. To keep it fresh, new commit-
tee people are selected each year.
